VEXplorer Tank Tread Kit, continued
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Stretch each 56-link section around the Drive Wheels, and Idler Wheels, and connect them 
together.  It shouldn’t be too dif�cult to connect the ends of the tread.  If you �nd yourself 
having problems, try loosening your Idler Wheel to de-tension the tread.

You need to build (2x) modules; one like the one above, and a mirrored version for the other 
side.  After both modules are fully assembled, you can loosen the mounting screws, and slide 
the Idler Wheels until the Tank Tread is tensioned well.  The tread should be tight, and only 
have a little bit of �ex up and down.  

Do not over-tighten, as it will result in additional friction in the system, and poor �t��
performance.  
Do not under-tighten, as it could result in the Tank Treads bunching up and/or popping off �t��
the drive wheels.

Try to ensure that your Idler Wheels are both set at the same “height”.  If they are uneven, it 
could negatively affect the performance of the VEXplorer; in this case, the VEXplorer would 
not sit �at on the ground.
